System 10 commercial doors from Metal Technology were also 
used to achieve an integrated finish. The system offers single or 
double–action pivot doors, in both standard and anti-finger trap 
forms. A fully rebated option with butt hinges in double or single 
door leaf options is also available.

The £45 million School was officially opened by Her Majesty 
the Queen, accompanied by His Royal Highness the Duke of 
Edinburgh.
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
